NOTES ON TASK FORCE MEETING
Tuesday, August 7, 2007

Members Present: John Christensen (University of Southern Denmark), Dan Jensen (Ohio State University, co-convener), Jane Saly (University of St. Thomas), and Vyachaslav Sokolov (PricewaterhouseCoopers)

Guests: Jim McKinney (University of Maryland), Katsukhiko Muramiya and Tomomi Takada (Kobe University, representing Professor Hidotoshi Yamji), Beverly Herrelson and Kathy Casper (American Accounting Association)

Report on Concurrent Session: Dan Jensen reported on the AAA concurrent session titled “Global Library Project: Present and Future” that was presented on Monday, August 6, 2007, and agreed to distribute related PPT materials to the Task Force.

Discussion of Format of GADAN Website Listings: The group agreed that the format of listings could be improved in terms of consistency and also in terms of descriptive content. It was suggested that the summary of listings (see Attachment A) be used as a basis for bringing consistency to the listings. In general the group agreed that the format of the site and its listings should be responsive to researchers and other who use the site and that provision be made on the site for gather comments from users.

Discussion of GADAN Website Translator Software: Problems with the quality of translations delivered by the current translator software on the sight were noted. The group feels that the auto translator should be removed until we have assurances that the quality of auto-translations is much improved. In the meanwhile, non-English listings should be translated into English with a parenthetical addition to the listing.
Reports on Archive Developments in Other Countries: Katsukhiko Muramiya and Tomomi Takada reported on the very comprehensive “Corporate Information Analysis Library RIEB Liaison Center” at Kobe University and distributed a descriptive brochure. Vyachaslav Sokolov reported on current and planned archive developments in Russia. Dan Jensen noted that speakers at Monday’s concurrent session reported rapidly developing archive projects in Europe, Asia and elsewhere around the World, many of which use the D-Space platform.
Discussion of GADAN Website Logo: Several members of the task force asked for permission to link the GADAN Website to related websites in other countries. To facilitate such linkages, the group asked Kathy Casper to develop a simple logo for the GADAN site.

Solicitation of New Listings: The group agreed that an effort should be made to solicit new listings for the GADAN site and that listing be sent to the site manager at Rutgers. A formal screening process for new listing would not seem necessary at this point; however, the sight managers should consult with one or more members of the task force concerning any questionable listings. The group suggested that the AAA Accounting Education News include a request for new listings that incorporates the new GADAN logo and that refers respondents to the site manager at Rutgers. The group recommends that the new submissions be directed to a dedicated e-mail address with an “.edu” suffix.

AAA Commons Project: Jane Saly noted that, as a member of the AAA Executive Committee, she will serve as liaison between the Task Force and the Executive Committee and also between the Task Force and the AAA Commons Project, which she will be heading up.

PPT Presentation on GADAN Project: Jane Saly agreed to work on a PPT presentation describing the GADAN Project for use at AAA regional and other meetings. Dan Jensen suggested that she use as a starting point the PPT materials used at the concurrent session on Monday. One member of the task force who could not be present suggests that a presentation on the project be made at the World Congress of Accounting Historians in Istanbul in 2008.
Site Domain: Jim McKinney noted that he had registered a number of web domain names incorporating the words “accounting source” or “accounting archive” that could be used as the site develops.
