NOTES ON TASK FORCE MEETING
Monday, August 4, 2008  —  Hilton Anaheim, Anaheim California
Members Present:  Dan Jensen (Ohio State University, co-convener), Jim McKinney (University of Maryland), Vyachaslav Sokolov (PricewaterhouseCoopers, Russia), Miklos Vasarhelyi (Rutgers University – Newark) and Hidotoshi Yamji (Kobe University, Japan)
Guests: Andrea Cilloni (Parma, Italy) and Stephanie Moussalli (University of South Alabama)
Report on Concurrent Session: Dan Jensen noted that the AAA concurrent session titled “Research Resources: Open-Web, Full-Text, Modern and Historical,” which was presented earlier in the day, included presentations on and related to task force issues. The session was chaired by Stephanie Moussalli (University of South Alabama) and included presentations by Royce Kurtz (University of Mississippi), Jane Saly (University of St. Thomas), Miklos Vasarhelyi (Rutgers University) and Hidotochi Yamaji (Kobe University). At this session, Jane Saly announced that she had established a “hive” for the GADAN Project on the AAA Commons and encouraged everyone to become involved in related dialog.
Discussion of GADAN Website: The group affirmed its interest in continuing to develop the GADAN website making the site responsive to researchers and others who use the site and to improve the presentation of resources. The primary focus is on creating a hyper-structure to assist accounting researchers in finding resources.
Relationship of GADAN Project to AAA Commons Initiative: The agreed that the AAA Common provides an effective vehicle for soliciting new listing for the GADAN site. In addition, as the Commons initiative develops, it may become a suitable repository for the GADAN site, although the current structure may emphasize dialog rather than context.

Solicitation of New Material for GADAN Website: The group suggested that the AAA Executive Director post in Accounting Education News a request soliciting new material (including electronic content as well as linkages) for the GADAN website, possibly incorporating the GADAN logo (when developed); new submissions could be directed to the GADAN “hive” on the AAA Commons.

Reports on Archive Developments in Other Countries: Professor Yamaji reported on the very comprehensive “Corporate Information Analysis Library RIEB Liaison Center” at Kobe, extending his presentation at the earlier concurrent session. Vyachaslav Sokolov reported on continuing archive developments in Russia.

Suggestions for Additions to the GADAN Website: Professor Cilloni suggested that linkages might be added for collections and published materials, particularly those that are not included in the primary bibliographic indices. Examples include the Rossi Collection of early accounting books and materials, the Italian Rivista Italiana di Ragioneria e di Economia Aziendale, and the Spanish De Computis. Vyachaslav Sokolov will look for additional Russian linkages for the site. Professor McKinney suggested that we explore the possibility of capturing content of historically significant accounting books or related reprints where copyright laws allow it (e.g., Scholars Book Company and Garland Press publications). He also suggested that we explore that possibility of “private mirror” site status to resolve some copyright issues.
New “Lists” Section for GADAN Website: The group encouraged Professor Vasarhelyi to create a new “lists” section for GADAN website and recommended the inclusion of a list of on-line sources created by Professor Moussalli.  Professor McKinney suggested that we include lists for series of reprinted historically significant books.
Site Domain: Jim McKinney reiterated his willingness to transfer to the GADAN Project a number of web domain names he has registered that incorporate the words “accounting source” or “accounting archive.” 

Site Management Issues: It was noted that some of the listed linkages are not longer active; Professor Vasarhelyi agree to check out the sight and update or eliminate malfunctioning links. He also noted that he would continue his search for improved auto-translation software.


As noted in last year’s discussion, a formal screening process for new listing would not seem necessary at this point; however, the sight managers should consult with one or more members of the task force concerning any questionable listings.


Professor Vasarhelyi noted that a new student assistant has taken over management of the GADAN site.
Conference Call Meetings: Professor Vasarhelyi proposed that we plan a conference-call meeting several times during 2008-2009, with the first set for 2:00 pm EST on Monday, November 3, 2008. He agreed to take charge of setting up the calls.
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
